We head in different 
directions, but the ground between us will be holy ground. You will be 
in my prayers.

Trustee's Report 
 

A new lapel microphone was purchased to 
provide continuity while the broken one was fixed. 
The repaired one is now in reserve in the little 
stand behind the baptismal font.   

The bottom of the holding tank for the 
condensed steam from the boiler has developed a 
leak. A small pump and hose were purchased for 
the church and the water has been cleaned up, 
but people are advised to check anything stored 
on the floor in the scout room and little storage 
room opposite the bathrooms for water damage. 
In the future, items should be store up off the 
floor, or at least on pallets, as the basement 
periodically takes on water.  The furnace is out of 
commission until the decision is made to weld the 
hole or buy a new tank. However, the electric 
heaters and heat pumps in the HVAC system have 
been keeping the church warm so far.  

Heaters have been placed in the men’s 
bathroom and the handicap bathroom to protect 
pipes in the outside walls. Please be sure they are 
working, as a sudden cold snap can cause a lot of 
trouble. Other minor problems have been dealt 
with and there is nothing else to report, thanks be 
to God!
